NORTHLEW FOOTPATH NO. 3 

GLEBE YARD TO KIMBER ROAD 

CHRONOLOGY OF AVAILABLE IMAGERY AND MAPPING  

 

1803 ï 1807  Ordinance Survey field drawings, showing the origin and existence 

of the road/track from Glebe Yard  at this date.  The 1809 Mudge Map and the 1827 

Greenwood Map also show this highway. 

 



 

 

1843   The Kew copy of Tithe Map of Northlew, Devon , showing Glebe Lands No 

2030 (number not shown as the area has been cropped) at the top L/H side of the map 

belonging to the Rectorial Manor  to the west.  The Glebe Lands area is separated by a 

boundary wall, from the Queen Street properties numbered 935, 936, 937 and 938 to 

the east, which are all today still subject to Manorial Rights r etained by The Lord of 

Northlew Manor .  Glebeôs entrance from the highway is from Station Road opposite 

Elmfield no 787.  

 

1843   The Rectorôs copy of the Tithe Map of Northlew, Devon , showing the land 

of the two Manors colored differently and no 935 is Clome Cottage and the cob wall at 

the boundary line between the Manorial lands, can be seen to the south of the property . 

  



 

 

1885   The Glebe Yard to Kimber Road path had presumably already been 

dedicated at this date as it is clearly shown on the first editio n Ordinance Survey Map 

and again indicates the boundary line of the cob wall between Clome Cottage and its cob 

shed and clearly shows that the footpath ends at the boundary wall between the two 

Manors of Northlew  and does not extend through the environs of Clome Cottage onto 

Queen Street.  The entrance from the highway to the footpath through Glebe Yard is 

from Station Road. 

 

1910  The Valuation Office Survey Map of Northlew  again indicates the 

boundary line of the cob wall between Clome Cottage and Glebe Lands.  Clome cottage is 

number 18 and the line of the boundary wall is shown extending across to Clomeôs shed 

pt 18.  The map does not show Clomeôs 2nd outbuilding (pigs ô house) however it is 

mentioned in the accompanying field book listing  and it was situated between the 

cottage and the shed against the boundary wall as can be seen in the postcards 

following .   

 



 

 

1910  The Valuation Office Survey Map of Northlew, Glebe Lands is no.207 and 

Glebe Yard with the origin of the footpath road/track has its own p arcel number 342    

.780 which we assume to be the acreage recorded?  The boundary line of this plot 342 

with the path stops at the boundary wall between Glebe Yard and Clome Cottage and 

does not continue on to Queen Street.  The footpath was wholly on their land from Glebe 

Yard to their farm at Lower Kimber and the route origin at this date was from Station 

Road. 

 

The current OS map has been added here to assist in comparison with the earlier 

mapping to show the entire route of the path from Station Road. 





 

 

1932? Ordinance Survey large scale Map, undated and unpublicized copy 

obtained from the Clerk of the Northlew Parish Council, used internally by the council 

for footpath and planning purposes we believe?  Clearly showing, the west side of Queen 

Street and Glebeôs barn and shippen, as one complete block of buildings as drawn by the 

surveyor.  Clome Cottage with its boundary wall and pigsô house and shed is shown as a 

solid block of buildings  with no gap to the south of Clome Cottage visible of a track on 

the ground at this date to the surveyor.   The footpath origin was from  the entrance to 

Glebe Yard from Station Road (County Road C.463) at this date.  Clearly the footpath is 

not extending through Clome Cottage to Queen Street at this date either.   The Andrews 

family owned Glebe Lands at this date after purchasing it from the Rectorial Manor, 

shortly after the 1910 VOS Survey.  The footpath was wholly on their land from Glebe 

Yard to their Farm at Lower Kimber  and the route origin at this date was obviously from 

Station Road as is shown on the current OS map.  It is called the Glebe Yard to Kimber 

Road path, not Clome Cottage to Kimber Road path.  This might even be the large scale 

map for internal use after the Town & Country Planning Act 1947, but the department of 

Environment has  not supplied the date. 

 



 

 

1930   Enlarged aerial postcard showing Glebeôs entranceway from Station Road 

illustrating the origin of the footpath route w ith the footpath sign beside it , in the 

bottom left corner , opposite Elmfield H ouse.  Whether the man near the gateway is on a 

tractor or a horse and cart at this date, it gives a clear visual of the entrance to the 

farmyard at this time to Glebe Yard from Station Road.  

 

 



 

 

1930   Postcard of Queen Street showing Clome Cottage in the forefront, with the 

woven hurdle structure of its pigsô housing to the left hand side.  The lines of this 

structure can be seen in the aerial view on the previous page.  No footpath or 

entranceway to Glebe Yard is visible at this date from Queen Street as confirmed by the 

surveyor for the OS large scale map shown at this date. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

1932   Glebe Lands Deed plans which also confirm the same boundary line 

between the two properties and the highway of track 342 into Glebe Yard.  There is no 

ROW from Queen Street or Clome Cottage in Glebeôs deeds, nor is there in the deeds of 

Clome Cottage.  The footpath was wholly on the Glebe Lands plot from Glebe Yard to 

Kimber Road.  After the death of Thomas Andrew in 1931, Henry and Maurice Andrew 

conveyed it to their brother Clement Andrew. 



 

 

1946 - 1949   RAF aerial one of three supplied previously to the Definitive 

Mapping Dept and Northlew Parish Council , all clearly still showing the wide cob 

boundary wall between the two properties and Glebe Yardôs access and footpath from 

Station Road.  They also show the shaded areas of Clome Cottageôs pigs housing between 

the cottage and its shed.  The wear pattern of the footpath origin from Station Road 

opposite Elmfield House is clearly visible, next to Glebeôs Garage and petrol pump 

premises on Station Road adjacent to the Victory Hall. There is clearly no break in the 

boundary wall for a footpath and gate from Queen Street in 1949. 

 

 

 

 



 

 

1950   Northlew Parish Councilôs submission of footpaths and the unlawful  

diversion of footpath number three.  Glebe Yardôs footpath ós origin from Station Road is 

now illegally altered to starting at Queen Street and going through Clome Cottageôs pigs 

area and boundary wall  from Queen Street, before entering Glebe Yard.  This 

submission was signed by the Parish Clerk, Mr Archibald King, the owner of the orchard 

adjacent to Glebe Yard field number 419.  Mr King had a ROW from his orchard through 

Glebe Yard to Station Road.  Mr King was married to the sister of the owner of Glebe 

Yard, Mr Clement Andrew.  The Chairman of the Parish Council and Vice Chairman of 

the Okehampton Rural District Council at this date was Mr Henry Andrew.  The path 

was diverted to gain the family the personal advantage of another access from the 

highway for both of their pr operties.   The Vice Chairman of the Parish Council at this 

time, was Mr BJH Dufty who shortly afterwards in 1960 purchased Glebe Yard from Mr 

Andrew.  The accompanying Description differs from the Map by the number of gates, 4 

on the map and 3 in the description .  The map shows the path origin from Clome 

Cottage on Queen Street and the Statement says from Glebe Yard on Station Road. 

 

 

 



 

 

The councilôs answer to my question of evidence for this diversion and of public rights 
through Clome Cottage from Queen Street.   
4. Have you have any proof whatsoever of the path origin going through 
Clome Cottage before getting to Glebe Yard, other than the statement 
which contradicts the map and the description and the aerials and was 
made by two council officials and can be proved to be untrue. Mr 
Clement Andrew and Mr Archibald King had received a substantial gain 
and benefit of obtaining another access to the highway for both of their 
properties by the actions of Mr Henry Andrew and Mr Archibald King by 
their positions on the then Northlew Parish Council in our opinion and 
by Mr Andrew's position as Vice Chairman of the Rural District Council. 
Reply. The County Council is not aware of any further evidence. 

 

1950   The submission by the Northlew Parish Council on 6th November 1950 

says the ñGrounds for believing the path to be publicò - ñDedicated to the public by usage 

many years agoò Which although a true statement of the Glebe Yard to Kimber Road 

path from Station Road, was obviously not true of the illegal diversion through Clome 

Cottage from Queen Street, that was separated from Glebe Yard by a wide cob wall still 

in situ in 1949, the previous year!  Is the boundary wall between the properties the 

previous year, not proof enough of the ownerôs intention not to dedicate it?
